FRINGE PROGRAM APPLICATIONS  OPEN


     


       Pro forma and instructions for participating in the BIFB’09 Fringe Exhibition Program are now posted on the website.  Whilst the Core Exhibition Program will be mainly concentrated within the Ballarat Arts and Culture Precinct, the Fringe will operate at venues throughout the City of Greater Ballarat, the Hepburn Shire towns of Creswick, Daylesford, Trentham, and Clunes. Some keen individuals have already pre empted the process and found themselves a space to exhibit. Participation in the BIFB’09 Fringe is by agreement  between artist and venue.  You cannot  register your show without  a venue.  You can find one on your own, or  consult the list which is posted on the website.  A condition of participation by venues is that they have public liability insurance and observe our risk assessment  policy. If you have found yourself a venue which has not already been included in our venue survey, ask them to contact the office on 5331 4833 for a venue kit.


The nature of the Fringe is that anyone can enter. You don’t necessarily have to be a practising professional or a dedicated photographic artist. You can register a show as an individual, or as a collaboration with another artist or as part of a group. There are no restrictions on style or themes. As long as you can find a venue to show your work and  pay the registration fee of $250, which covers the cost of your program listing and venue signage, you can be part of BIFB’09














BIFB’09 PORTFOLIO REVIEWS





How do you get noticed in the competitive photography market? Is your work of a standard worthy of you progressing to super star status? Are you floundering in a sea of fixer, unsure of what direction your photographic career should take?  The Portfolio Review process is a kind of ‘speed dating’ for photographers where a selection of 20 minute one on one reviews with career important professionals,  such as gallery owners, curators, publishers, agents and educators, can give you valuable feedback on your work. The Portfolio Review Program at BIFB’09 has been expanded to two days and will run on Thursday September 3rd and Friday September 4th. The fee for BIFB 2009 is $125 per day for four x 20 minute sessions, or $200 for both days or 8 x 20 minute sessions. The Portfolio Review Program is a big part of most of the major International Festivals of Photography. At Fotofest Houston USA [ http://www.fotofest.org/ff2008/meetingplace.htm ] their Portfolio Review process goes by the name of  ‘The Meeting Place’, and in 2008, 16 days of reviews were booked out  months in advance by photographers wanting the opportunity to show their work to people who matter. The Portfolio Review is a great chance to see people who in other circumstances may take months to schedule an appointment to see your folio. We expect demand for Portfolio Reviews at BIFB’09 to be high, so send your expression of interest to be involved to � HYPERLINK "mailto:portfolios@ballaratfoto.org" ��portfolios@ballaratfoto.org� and we will send you an information kit. Places will be allocated on a first come first served basis. 


       For those of you who have already responded requesting a portfolio review info kit, hold fire, as we are still waiting to finalize the list of reviewers. Our intention is to put together a panel of around 20 experts  covering all aspects of photography so participating photographers will be able to get maximum value on feedback from persons most conversant with their field of endeavour.

       Late March saw a horde of photographers from the MAP group [Many Australian Photographers] converge on Ballarat to shoot images for their Core Program Exhibition ‘MAPiping Ballarat’ which will show upstairs in the Ballarat Town Hall in Sturt Street. The MAP projects are time slices of a place and time, and they will eventually become  historical pictorial records of a point in time in a particular town. Previous projects include 


similar projects on Ararat, Hay, and St Arnaud. The group also embarked on a major project to record the  impact of the drought on Australia, which became  the exhibition ‘Beyond Reasonable Drought’ that showed at Old Parliament House, Canberra as part of VIVID in 2008 and is currently touring regional Victorian galleries. 


       March 11th saw the BIFB host a sausage sizzle for those participating photographers who were in town, along with their  host families, and an enjoyable evening ensued in the BIFB board room as some of the crew staged impromptu slide shows  of  work they had shot for this and previous projects.
