PUBLICITY AND MARKETING

Publicity is just beginning to hot up for the Biennale in March. Major media releases were sent out in February so now we are following up and developing leads.
Mostly, we will target the major glossy publications because they have the longest lead times. We have strong interest and almost certain coverage in all the major photography publications including Australian Photography, Profoto, Capture, Better Digital and Photofile. Other interesting potentials include Vogue, Qantas, Vogue Entertaining and Travel and Royal Auto. 
Plans are afoot to publish the seminar programs locally, and the workshop program has been incorporated into the Daylesford Neighbourhood Learning Centre booklet for the next term, so the Daylesford folk won’t be able to say they didn’t know about it!  
There’ll be many more articles and stories to come when we tackle the shorter lead publications and the electronic media.

In the marketing area we have been developing reciprocal links with all our sponsors, so that the website will get more traffic and get the word out there. 

PORTFOLIO REVIEWS

An important part of most of the large international photography festivals is the Meeting Place or portfolio review. Fotofest in Houston introduced the concept, and now their Meeting Place is spread over multiple 3 day sessions, with up to 40 review panels operating. In essence, it is a chance for you to show your folio to a selection of career influential reviewers on a one to one basis for feedback, advice and direction.
DFB'07 will offer a Meeting Place if there is sufficient interest from photographers wanting to participate. Cost to the photographer will be around $200 for 4 X 20 minute sessions with the panels of your choice. Reviewers will include representatives from regional, commercial and institutional galleries, festival directors, publishers and critics. 
The DFB'07 Meeting Place will be a fantastic opportunity for seriously motivated photographers to gain face-to-face exposure to a broad range of movers and shakers within the photographic idiom, and provide a valuable source of feedback on career direction.

DFB’07 PROGRAM IS CLOSED

Sorry to all you intending DFB’07 participants who procrastinated just that few days too long. The DFB train has just left the station. The next train won’t leave before 2009 at the earliest. 
Due to time restraints with the production of the official program we have had to finalise the lineup with nearly 20 venues unable to find a show.  For all of you who missed the train, perhaps you can start thinking now about how to become part of the action in 2 year’s time. 

GALERIA BEZDOMNA AT THE MILL MARKETS AS PART OF THE DFB'07 UMBRELLA PROGRAM

So OK - the program is closed, but you can still be part of a DFB’07 exhibition.

For the uninitiated, Galeria Bezdomna is a free- form open entry photography gallery, which happens on an ad-hoc basis. Whenever and wherever a suitable space becomes available, an exhibition period is set usually somewhere between 1 week and 1 month in duration. [In this case it will be the whole month of DFB’07]. 
Details are distributed to photographers via word of mouth or photographers networks inviting participation. 

There is no entry criteria. There are no selection panels or style police. Participation is free.
 Galeria Bezdomna runs without any funds and very few rules. Anyone who turns up on hanging day with their pictures and their hanging toolkit and can find a space is welcome to participate. There are no restrictions on number of pictures, size or content, save that the participant gives respect to the other artists who hang work, irrespective of proficiency or status.
Only other provisos are that you must come back on closing day to remove your works or else they are consigned to the rubbish skip, and you need to fill in an indemnity form on hanging day. Obviously, if you arrive and all the space is taken, then you're too late.

Galeria Bezdomna originated in Poland [hence the Polish name] but has also run under the title Homeless Gallery and Galeria Vagabonde.  Since it's inception in 2002 there have been 46 editions world wide, including 5 Australian editions, the most recent of which was part of the 2007 St Kilda Festival.
The next Australian Edition of the Gallery will be as part of the DFB'07 Umbrella Program. If you are not yet up to staging your own show, here's a chance for you to become part of the Galeria Bezdomna edition at the Mill Markets in Daylesford and have your work seen by thousands of visitors.

The exhibition program will involve at least 200 photographers. [there are also 7 group shows of which we don’t have figures of participants, but that could increase the number of participating photographers to well over 500]
